OFFERING OPTION

A few of our parishioners have their
offerings to our parish set up as
“automatic” checks from their banking
institution. We receive a check from
their banking institution at set times and
for set amounts, as predetermined by
the parishioner. This type of giving
saves the parishioner from writing
manual checks and also does not cost
the parish anything. The automatic
checks are posted to our parishioner’s
donation record, just as if a manual
check had been written. If you think you
might be interested in this option for
your support of the parish, please ask
your bank to help you set this up. We
are told it is very easy. Most online
offering programs typically charge the
parish a 4%-5% fee off the top. If we
used that type of program, an offering of
$50.00 would yield about $47.50.
Instead, we avoid this fee by receiving
automatic checks, as described above.
